BREWING INSTRUCTIONS

- Fill the water tank, then attach into place on the back side
of the machine.

- Switch the machine on by pressing either of the round buttons on the
top front side of the machine. A blinking light indicates the machine is
heating up for approximately 25 seconds. A steady light indicates
ready to brew.

- Lift the lever upward completely to insert a capsule into the compartment,
then close it by lowering the lever back down.
Safety Note: Never lift the lever during brewing.

- Place a cup under the coffee outlet and on top of the drip tray.
Press the small circular coffee cup button on top to begin brewing.

- For espresso (1.35 0z/ 40 ml), press the button on the left.

- For lungo (3.72 0z/ 110 ml), press the button on the right.
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
